College of Nurisng Hong Kong (formerly known as Hong Kong Nurses Association) was set up in 1964 and
became a regional association member of the International Council of Nurses (ICN) in 1965. The mission of the
College of Nurisng Hong Kong (CNHK) is to connect Nurses in Hong Kong with the world for the advancement
of nursing profession. Over past fifty-five years, the Council of CNHK has been working enormously with
concerted effort to establish a platform for Hong Kong nurses to network with nurses internationally in excelling
professional development so as to serve the community approaching health for all.
